Social Media Protocols
· Counselors cannot friend/follow campers on any social media platforms, including video game platforms and video games
· Campers cannot friend/follow counselors
· Counselors are only allowed to communicate through approved program social media accounts
· Counselors cannot communicate with campers after the program has ended
Camper Behavior Management
Camp Code of Conduct
